Turn your yellow lightS oh 150-300 feet before every stop. These lights tell waiting
children and other motorists that you intend to stop.

Always stop the bus as close to the right side of the road as possible to prevent
Ccars from sheaking on the right. If Children must Cross the Street to get to a bus,
Stop 10 feet before the spot where the children have to Cross.

After stopping, activate the flashing red lights and/or stop arm. Open the door
Fully when cars from both directions have stopped.
